1. achieve (يُتِم ، يُحَقِّق، يُنْجِز) v. – to gain or reach successfully
He has achieved his goal.
2. affect (يُؤَثِّر عَلَى) v. – to influence; to have an effect on
Rain affects the grass.
3. approach (يَقْتَرِب) v. – to come near or nearer to
The little boy approached his mother.

4. chapter (فَصْل) n. – a main division of a book
There are 15 chapters in this book.
5. context (سِياق، مَجرى الكَلام) n. – the parts directly before or after a word or phrase (written or spoken) which affect its meaning
The man’s statement, taken out of its context, gives a wrong impression of what he really said. 
6. create (يَخْلِـق) v. – to cause to exist; to make
How was the earth created? OR The circus created a lot of excitement.
7. emphasize OR emphasise (يُؤَكِّد، يُشَدِّد) v. – to lay or put emphasis or special importance on
He emphasized learning new words every day.
8. evaluate (يُقَدِّر، يُثَمِّن، يُقَدِّر) v. – to judge or form the idea of the worth, significance, or quality of something or someone
It is difficult to evaluate him as a writer.
9. individual (خاص بِهِ) adj. – special to one person, showing or having special qualities
Her style of dress is very individual.
10. individuality (فَرْدِيَّه) n. – the qualities that make one person different from another

Although twins may look identical, the individuality of what they like makes them different from one another.
11. injure (يَجْرَح) v. – to do or cause harm of any kind to; to hurt; to impair
He injured his arm when he fell.
12. involve (يُشْرِك ، يَزُجُّ في ، يُوَرِّط) v. (often used with in or with) – to cause to take part in or to be mixed up in
He has always been involved with the theatre. OR Don’t ask me because I don’t want to be involved.
13. major (التَّخَصُّص المَوضوع الرَّئيسي في) n. – (American) the subject in which a person specializes or studies at college or university
Her major is accounting.
14. major (عَظيم، كَبير، رَئيسي) adj. – great or greater in size, importance, etc.
She is a major artist.

15. partnership (شَراكَه) n. – the state of being or becoming partners OR the cooperative relationship between people who agree to share responsibility for achieving a certain goal
He and his brother formed a partnership. OR Learning is a partnership between the school, the teachers, and the students.
16. percent n. – one part out of one hundred
The sale saved her 70 percent (70%).
17. process (عَمَلِيَّه) n. – a particular course of action done to produce a result
We have just begun the process of selling our house. OR This is the process for making steel.

18. require v. – to need (يَحْتاج); to demand, ask or force to do something (يَطْلُب، يَتَطَلَّب)
Is there anything else that you require?OR Parents are required to send their children to school.
19. section (قِسْم) n. – a part or division of something
The mother divided the orange into sections. OR I read two sections in the first chapter of the book.
20. task (عَمَل، مُهِمّه) n. – a duty that must be done; a piece of especially hard work
Cleaning house is one task that I don’t like.
21. tradition (عُرْف، عادات) n. – custom, belief, practice, story, etc. that has been passed from generation to generation
Eating rice and beans for lunch every Thursday is a family tradition.
22. variable (مُتَقَلِّب) adj. – apt to change or vary
The weather here is variable. Yesterday, the sun was shining, but today it is raining.
