1. academic (أكَادِيمِي) adj. – having to do with a school, especially higher education

What is your attitude to politics?
4. circumstance (ظَرْف) n. – condition that accompanies, determines, or modifies a fact or event
In the circumstances, I don’t see what else I could have done.
5. compensation (تَعْويض) n. – something given or received as an equivalent for services, debt, loss, or injury
He received a large sum of money as compensation when he was injured at work.
6. contrast (يُقارِن لِيُظْهِر الفَرق، يُغايِر) v. – to compare in order to show difference
If you contrast fresh and frozen vegetables, you’ll find the fresh ones taste better.
7. cycle (دَوْره) n. – a sequence of events that happen again and again in the same order
The cycle of poverty is unbreakable as poverty always repeats itself in the next generation.
8. debate (مُناقَشَه) n. – an argument or discussion between two opposing sides
There was a debate in Parliament.
9. deduction (إستِخْلاص، إسْتِنْتاج) n. – reaching a conclusion by reasoning from the general to the specific
It was a brilliant piece of deduction by the detective.
10. error (خَطَأ) n. – mistake
His written work is full of errors.
11. framework n. – an organization of ideas
The framework for our proposal is found in this report.
12. generation (جيل) n. – a group of people of about the same age
All three generations – children, parents, and grandparents – lived together quite happily.
13. immigration (هِجْرَه) n. – the act of coming to live in a foreign country
Immigration to a new country can be difficult.
14. internal (داخِلي) adj. – inside of someone or something
The man suffered internal injuries in the accident.
15. obvious (واضِح) adj. – easy to see
It was obvious that she was ill.
16. occupational (مِهَني، بِسَبَب المِهْنَه) adj. – caused by the conditions of a particular job
He has an occupational disease.
17. phase (مَرْحَلَه) n. – stages in a process of development
We are entering a new phase in our friendship.
18. publish (يَنْشُر، يُصْدِر) v. – to prepare, print, and produce for sale (for example a book)
His new book is being published this month.
19. prior adj. – preceding in time or order; earlier
Prior to the year 1800, there were no portable computers.
20. validity n. – state of being correct or authoritative
One should question the validity of so-called scientific findings that go against common sense.
