1. alternative (بَدِيل) adj. – offering a choice of a second possibility
An alternative arrangement can be made if my plans don’t suit you.
2. constant (دائِم، لا يَتَوَقَّف) adj. – happening all the time, continuous
I couldn’t sleep because of the constant noise.
3. contribute (يَتَبَرَّع، يُقَدِّم مَقالا لِلنَّشر) n. – to give money, help, etc.

Have you contributed any money to help the poor? 
4. corresponding (مُوافِق، مُنْسَجِـم، مُشابِه) adj. – relating to, matching
The rainfall this month is not as high as for the corresponding month for last year.
5. dominant (مُسَيْطِر، غالِب) adj. – holding the most important position or greatest influence
The dominant factor that influenced their choice was the price of the house.
6. emerge (يَظْهَر، يُصْبِحُ مَعْروفا) v. – to become known
It emerged that they had had a disagreement.
emerge (يَبْرُز) v. – to come out; to come into view

He was already thirty before his artistic talent emerged.
7. external (خارِجي) adj. – outside of something or someone; of, for, from, or on, the outside
Chemists often label creams “for external use only.”
8. fundamental (أصْلي ، جَوْهَري ،أوَّلي، أساسي) adj. – basic, primary
Respect for law and order is fundamental to a peaceful society.
9. image (صورَة في العَقْل، فِكْرَه) n. – mental picture
I have an image of the place in my mind.
image (رأي، فِكْرَه عامَّه) n. – the general opinion that people have about a person, company, etc.

The company has a very good public image.
10. investigate (يُحَقِّق) v. – to search for facts and information
The police are investigating who robbed the store.
11. license n. – a permit given by an official body
A license is necessary to sell drugs.
12. medical (طِبّي) adj. – related to medicine
She needed medical help.
13. modify (يُخَفِّف، يُهَدِّئ ، يُعَدِّل ، يُغَيِّر) v. – to change
We had to modify the design.
14. option (خَيار، إخْتِيار) n. – choice
You have no option but to obey the police.
15. project (مَشْروع، دِراسَه) n. – specific task; a piece of study or research
I am doing a project on Italian art.
16. reject (يَرْفُض) v. – to refuse to accept
She refused his offer of help. OR He asked her to marry him, but she rejected him.
17. style (أسْلوب) n. – a manner or way of doing something
What kind of style are you going to have your hair cut in?
18. sum (مَجموع) n. – the amount or total made by two or more things or numbers added together
The sum of 12 and 4 is 16.
19. sustain (يُعَزِّز، يُساعِد، يُعْطي قُوَّه) v. – to give help or strength to

 Rice helps sustain life in many parts of the world.
20. transition (إنْتِقال، تَحَوُّل) n. – the change from one condition to another
The transition from child to adult can be difficult.
