1. adjust (يَتَكَيَّف، يُكَيِّف نَفْسَه) v., adjustment n. – to adapt 
He  adjusted to his new life.
adjust (يَضْبِط جِهَازَاً) v., adjustment n. – to change (the position of, setting of)

Please adjust the setting of the alarm clock.
2. author (كاتِب، مُؤلِّف) n. – person who writes books, articles, or poems
He used to be a well known author, but his books are out of print now.
3. brief (وَجيز، قَصير) adj., briefly adv. – short, to the point
She came for a brief visit.
4. civil (لَيْسَ عَسْكَرِيّا أو دينِيّا، مَدَني) adj. – of citizens in general, not religious or military
Martin Luther King, Jr. was a famous civil rights leader.
civil (مُهَذَّب، لَطيف، مُؤَدَّب) adj., civilly adv. – polite, courteous

When I met him, I found him to be a very civil person.
5. commitment (الْتِزام) n. – a promise, an obligation
She couldn’t take the job because of family commitments.
6. convention (مَجلِس) n. – gathering where people of similar interests listen to speakers
The accounting convention was last weekend.
convention (عُرْف، تَقليد) n. – a way of behaving that has become usual; an established custom

Shaking hands when meeting people is a normal convention in many countries.
7. display (يَكْشِفُ عَن، يُظْهِر) v. – to show
She displayed a talent for cooking.
display (يَعْرِضُ (البِضاعَه) v. – to place something in a position to be seen

She displayed her new dishes.
8. equivalent (مُساوٍ لِ، مُتَساوٍ) adj. – something that is the same, equal
Would you say ‘job’ and ‘task’ are exactly equivalent in meaning?
9. fee (رَسْم، أتْعاب، أجْر) n. – charge, cost
We had to pay a fee to enter the museum.
10. flexible (قابِل للإلْتِواء) adj., flexibility n. – able to be bent easily
Steel is not flexible.
flexible (مَرِن) adj. – able or willing to change according to circumstances, etc.

My holiday plans are very flexible.
11. hypothesis (إفْتِراض، فَرَضِيَّه) n., hypotheses (plural) – an idea that explains something but has not yet been proven
My hypothesis is people became fatter as more and more fast food restaurants were opened.
12. intelligence (إسْتِخْبارات) n. – secret information about a country or an enemy
The spy gathered intelligence about the enemy.
intelligence (ذَكاء) n., intelligent adj. – ability to learn and understand information

It requires a high degree of intelligence to do this job.
13. lecture (مُحاضَرَه) n. – speech on a topic
Madame Liu gave a lecture on China.
14. liberal (كَريم، سَخي) adj. – generous, large
She gave me a liberal helping of apple pie.
liberal (مُتَساهِل، مُتَسامِح) adj. – tolerant; not criticizing or disapproving

The teacher is very liberal in his attitude to young people.
15. minimum (أدْنى حَد) adj. – the least amount of something
Seventy percent is the minimum passing grade.
16. notion (فِكْرَه) n. – a belief, idea or opinion
He has some very odd notions.
notion (فَهْم، مَفْهوم) n. – understanding

I have no notion what he is talking about.
17. orientate (يُكَيِّف نَفْسَه حَسَب بيئَتِه) v., orientation n. – a period of becoming familiar with a new situation
Because this was his first year at university, he needed time to orientate himself to the new situation.
18. pursue (يُطارِد) v., pursuit n. – to go after, to follow especially to capture, to chase
They pursued the thief through the town.
19. statistics (إحْصائِيّات) n. – collection of numerical information about something
There were 900 deaths and 20,000 injuries on the roads last year, but the statistics for the previous year were even worse.
20. stability (ثَبات، رُسوخ، إسْتِقْرار) n., stable adj. – a state of very little change or upset
We are worried about the stability of food prices.
