1. adequate (كَافِ) adj. –  not bad, but not very good; enough

2. attach (يَربِط، يَصِل، يُلصِق) v., attachment n. – to connect to, affix
I attached a label to my bag.
3. capacity (سِعَه، إتِّساع) n. – the greatest amount that something can contain
This bottle has a capacity of three liters.
4. consult (يَسْتَشير) v. – to see advice or information from someone or something
He consulted your doctor. He consulted his watch. He consulted with me about what we should do next.
consultation (إسْتِشارَه) n. – the act of advising someone for pay
How much does he charge for a consultation?
5. dimension (بُعْد) n. – a measurement in length, breadth, or thickness
The dimensions of the box are 20 cm by 10 cm by 4 cm.
6. draft (يُسَوِّد، يَكْتُبُ مُسَوَّدَه) v. – to make in the form of a rough plan
Could you draft a report on this?
draft (مُسَوَّدَه) n. – a rough sketch or outline of something, especially written
I wrote a rough draft of my essay.
7. expert (شَخْص خَبير) n. – a master at something, authority
He is an expert in Islamic history.
expert (خَبير) adj. – skilled through training or practice
You need to get expert advice.
8. furthermore (بِالإضافَةِ إلى هذا) adv. – in addition; also
I’m happy to be here. Furthermore, I want to thank you for inviting me.
9. ignore (يَتَجاهَل) v. – not to pay attention to, overlook
He ignored my all my  warnings.
10. instruct (يُعْطي تَعْليمات) v., instruction n. – to tell how to do something
I have already instructed you how to cook the meat.
instruct (يُعَلِّم، يُدَرِّب) v. – to teach or train (a person in a skill or subject)
Boys, as well as girls, should be instructed in cooking.
11. justify (يُبَرِّر، يُكَوِّن عُذْرا) v., justification n. – to give reasons for doing something
Your problem does not justify your being rude to me.
12. monitor (يُراقِب بالمِرْقاب) v. – to check on the performance of something
The technicians monitor the results constantly.
13. perspective (مَنْظر، وُجْهَة نَظَر) n. – a way of seeing things
I would like a clearer perspective of the situation.
14. precision (دِقَّه، ضَبْط) n., precise adj. – exactness; accuracy
He spoke with great precision.
15. prime (ريَعان الشَّباب) n. – the period in which a person is at the height of his or her abilities
He is in the prime of his life.
prime (اوَّل، أهَم، رَئيسي) adj. – first or most important
This is a matter of prime importance.

prime (مُمتاز، أفْضَل) adj. – best 

The car was in prime condition.
16. revenue (إيراد، دَخْل، رَيْع)  n. – incoming money
The company receives most of its revenue from the sale of houses.
17. status (وَضْع) n. – the situation of something at a particular time
If she marries a foreigner, will her status as a British citizen be affected?
18. substitute (يُبَدِّل) v., substitute n. – to act in place of someone or something else
I substituted your name for mine on the list.
19. trend (مَيْل، نَزْعَه، إتِّجاه) n., trendy adj. – a fashion, current style, a general direction or tendency
She follows all the latest trends in fashion. There has been an upward trend in oil prices.
20. welfare (رفاهِيَّه، صالِح) n. – one’s general condition
Who is looking after the child’s welfare?
welfare (مُساعَدَة إجْتِماعِيَّه) n. – money from the government for food, housing, health services, et.

He is on welfare.
