1. access (دُخُول، مَنْفَذ، وَسِيلَةُ وُصُول) n. – way of entry; right to meet or use something
We gained access to the locked house through a window.

Students have access to the library at weekends.
2. accurate (مَضْبُوط) adj. – exactly right 
Weathermen are usually accurate in their predictions.
3. concentration (تَرْكيز) n., concentrate v. – total attention to something
She lacks concentration – she will never pass the test.
4. consent (يَرْضى، يَقْبَل، يُوافِق) v., consent n. – to give permission or to agree (to)
Her father consented to her marrying me although I was just a poor student.
5. coordination n. – the ability to move the body well; basic athletic skill
Basketball players have coordination.
coordinate v. – to bring people together various people and activities for a common purpose

Ms. Laila and Ms. Fajer will coordinate the talent show.
6. criterion (مِعْيار، مِقياس) singular n.; criteria (plural) – a standard of judgment or criticism; a rule for testing or evaluating something
What are your criteria for deciding which words will be in this dictionary?
7. discretion (حُرِّيَّةِ التَّصَرُّف) n. – good judgment; caution
I leave the arrangements entirely to your discretion.
8. implement v., implementation n. – the act of being put into action
We will implement the new plan in the summer.
9. impose (يَفْرِض عَلى) v. – to place (a tax, fine, task, etc.) on something or someone
The government has imposed a new tax on cigarettes.
10. marginal (هامِشي) adj. – of little importance or worth
This story is of marginal interest to readers.
11. parallel (مُماثِل) adj. – alike (in some way), similar
There are parallel stories in the two books.
12. principal (رَئيسي) adj. – main, most important
Oil is a principal export of Kuwait.
principal (مُدير المَدْرَسَه) n. – the head of a school
The principal at our high school is Mrs. Khadija.
13. promote (يُرَقّي، يُرَفِّعُ) v., promotion n. – to raise (to a higher position or rank), to advance in rank
He was promoted to head teacher.
14. retain (يَحْتَفِظ بِ) v. – to continue to have, use, remember; to keep in one’s possession, memory, etc.
He finds it difficult to retain information. These dishes don’t retain heat very well.
15. scheme (مَكيدَه) n., scheme v. – secret or dishonest plan; a plot
His scheme to steal the money was discovered.
16. shift (يُغَيِّر وَضْع أو مَكان) v. – to change the position of or location of something
We shifted the table to another room. The wind shifted to the north.
17. subsequent (لاحِق، تالٍ) adj. – happening later
His misbehavior and subsequent dismissal were reported in the newspaper.
18. summary (خُلاصَه، تَلْخيص) n., summarize v. – a brief statement of the most important features of an event or work
A summary of his speech was printed in the newspaper.
19. undertake (يَقْبَل المَسؤوليَّه) v. – to accept (a duty, task, responsibility, etc.)
He said he will undertake the job willingly.
20. volume (كِتاب كَبير الحَجْم) n. – book
The library contained over 1 million volumes.

volume (مُجَلَّد) n. – one of a series of books

volume (حَجْم) n. – the amount of space occupied by something, expressed in cubic measurement
