1- Administration n. (ادارة ). Control of business, management.

2- Authority n. (سلطة – حكم – سيطرة). The moral or legal right or ability to control

3- Complex adj.(مركب-معقد). Difficult because involving so many related parts.
The film's plot was so complex that I couldn't understand it.

4- Computer n. (حاسوب). An electronic device that helps people store and process information.
I need to have a computer to save out data.

5- Consistent adj. (ثابت – منتظم). Always behaving or happening in a similar, especially positive way
There has been a consistent improvement in her attitude.
6- Distinction. n. (اختلاف-تمييز). The difference between two similar things.
There was a clear distinction in the dialects spoken in the two countries.

7- Economic adj. (اقتصادى- مالى.) Relating to trade, industry and money.
The government economic policies led the country to big financial problems.

8- Feature n. (خاصية- امكانية). A quality, characteristic or important part of something.
My latest model of cell phone has several new features. 
9- Indicate v. (يوضح- يشير الى ). To show or make something clear in another way.
Please indicate which way you are going.
10- Interpretation n. ( ترجمة- تفسير). An explanation or opinion of what something means.
It is difficult for many people to accept a literal interpretation of the Bible.
11- Item n. ( عنصر).  Something that is a part of a list or group of things.
The restaurant had a long menu of about 50 items.
12- Legal adj. (قانونى). Related or connected to law.
This is my legal representative/ lawyer.

13- Previous adj. (سابق). Happening or existing before something else.
The previous owner of the building has renewed it
14- Principle n.(مبدا – قاعدة). A moral rule or standard of good behavior./ a basic idea or rule
He was a man of principle.
15- Reliance. n. ( اعتماد- ثقة) . When you depend on someone or trust someone.
The region's reliance on tourism is unwise.

16- Remove. v. (يزيل). To take something or someone away from somewhere, or off something.
The detergent will remove the stains.

17- Research v.(يبحث).  A detailed study of a subject, especially in order to discover (new) information or reach a (new) understanding
They are doing some research to discover treatment for AIDS.

18- Resource n. (مصدر). A useful or valuable possession of a country, organization or a person
The country's greatest resource is the dedication of its workers.
19- Specific adj. (محدد- معين). Relating to one thing and not others. Syn. particular.
The money was meant to be used for a specific purpose.

20- Structure n. (بنية – تركيبة). The way in which the parts of a system or object are arranged or organized.
The structure of this sentence is very complex.
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
